WHEREAS, on March 28,2012, the City Council of the City of Cloverdale adopted Resolution No.
015-2012 adopting the Cloverdale Safe Routes to School Plan (Plan); and

WHEREAS, subsequent to Council approval of the Plan, the City submitted and received State
Department of Transportation approval of a grant application for the Safe Routes to School (SR2S)
Project; and

WHEREAS, the grant application and the Plan, both attached hereto and incorporated herein,
identify and describe the City’s Safe Routes to School Project; and

WHEREAS, the total SR2S Project cost is estimated to be $347,300 with the State Grant providing
$312,400 and local funds, to come from Measure M, to be $34,900.

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the City Manager of the City of Cloverdale is
authorized to execute and deliver on behalf of the Cloverdale City Council all necessary documents
in connection with the grant application for funds under the Safe Routes to School Program.
