Please pay your fare: In order to continue current
levels of service, it is important that all passengers
pay the correct fare. Passengers who do not pay the
correct fare will be refused service. Monthly passes
must be shown each time upon boarding the bus.

Notice: Under CA Penal Code 243.3, it is a felony to
commit battery upon a driver or passenger of a bus.
This crime is punishable by a fine of up to $10,000 or
imprisonment of up to a year—or both. Sonoma County
Transit will prosecute to the fullest extent of the law.

Regional Transit Connection Discount Card
is a photo I.D. available to persons with disabilities
who qualify and to senior citizens.
