Sons of the American Legion Partner with Cloverdale Fire District on Project at the Cloverdale 
Cemetery:  This coming Sunday, the Cloverdale Fire District (CFD) will be conducting a training exercise 
on rescue operations.  Al Delsid with the Sons of the American Legion has been working with CFD to lift 
800 to 1,300-pound granite headstones that have been toppled over and put them back into place.  Most 
of this work will be done at the very top of the cemetery where approximately 10 grave sites need 
restoration.  These heavy grave stones have been down for over 10-years.  According to Al, this is a “great 
opportunity to work with the fire department to conduct a training and get these stones back into place at 
the same time.” The Sons of the American Legion will also begin working on the retaining wall behind the 
Veteran's Memorial again.  Sons of the American Legion will be bringing in some base rock and for the 
footing and will begin placing the retaining wall blocks. 
 
Economic Development Board Releases July Update:  The Sonoma County Economic Development 
Board (EDB) released their July 2019 update.  The update includes information about the appointment of 
Sheba Person-Whitley as the new Executive Director of the EDB, the 2019-20 Fellowship Cohort, local 
economic highlights, workforce development programs, important EDB news and event information such 
as the Fall Economic Forecast on October 11, 2019.

City Receives First Disbursement of Measure M Funds for Parks: The City received its first 
disbursement this week of Measure M – Parks Revenue (FY 18/19 Q4) from Sonoma County in the 
amount of $4,083.11.  Finance Staff established a new fund (214) to track the funds.  City staff is planning 
to bring forward various options for use of the Measure M Funds for the Council’s consideration at a 
future meeting.

Regional Climate Protection Authority Creates Electric Vehicle Index of Sites for Cloverdale: With 
support from a grant from the California Energy Commission (CEC), Regional Climate Protection 
Authority (RCPA) created an index of sites that show the most potential for near term electric vehicle 
(EV) charging station locations in Sonoma County based on a set of criteria used to prioritize areas of 
anticipated high use EV charging. RCPA built on this index by matching specific location and relevant 
funding information for each of their nine member cities including Cloverdale. This index helps to identify 
key EV charging infrastructure opportunities for the City of Cloverdale so that we can pursue funding for 
EV chargers in the near-term. RCPA staff indicated that they anticipate more sources of funding coming in 
the near future for EV charging projects. City staff met with Aleka Seville and Carolyn Glanton from RCPA 
to review and discuss the EV index. Please find the attached EV Siting Resource Guide for Cloverdale. 
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Baumgardner Ranch Project Plans Submitted: Integrated Community Development submitted a 
planning application this week for the Baugardner Ranch project.  The project is being proposed as a 
“workforce village,” a concept that would provide low income, median income, and market rate housing 
for all segments of the income spectrum. The project would provide an estimated seven jobs related to 
management of the properties and leasing office. Baumgardner Ranch is currently proposed to provide a 
total of 305 dwelling units including 79 single-family dwellings, 60 row houses and 166 apartments. 
Included in the proposal is a plan to preserve 8.2-acres of the western hillside oak woodland as open 
space on the 28.5-acre project site.

City Initiates Design Work on Key Intersection/Pedestrian ADA Improvements: Moe Engineering is 
scheduled to perform field topographic survey work for planned improvements at the intersection of S. 
Cloverdale and Healdsburg Ave/South St on Tuesday, July 30th.  They will not be closing or controlling 
any traffic but will have Survey Crew signs up while gathering survey data in the street. According to the 
City Engineer, there is no need for traffic control for this phase of the design work. The Police Department 
has been notified of the planned survey work near the intersection. 
 
City of Cloverdale Water Department Monitors Daily Water Production: City of Cloverdale Water 
Department staff monitors daily water production at the Water Treatment Plant including daily demand 
and peak daily production. Daily water production for the past week ranged from a low of 1.183 Million 
Gallons Day (MGD) to a high of 1.736 MGD.  
 

 
 
City Water Department Completes Mandatory Lead and Copper Sampling of Water Supply: Every 
three years the City is required to conduct sampling for lead and copper in our system.  The 40 samples 
are taken from customer’s taps at locations approved by the State.  The results are then submitted to the 
State. City wide lead and Copper Sampling have been completed.  Water staff is awaiting laboratory 
results.  Annual Source Chemical Monitoring Sampling is scheduled for next week. 
 
Repair Work on Well No 14 Completed: Repairs work on Well #14 related to damage from the 
February storm events have been completed.  The well is back into normal service and rotation.  
 
Water Department Coordinates Annual Maintenance Activities: Water Department Staff is currently 
working with vendors to Schedule annual Maintenance and services for the key water system 
infrastructure including the Chlorine system, Backup Generators, Interior Reservoir inspections, and 
Water Treatment Plant Meter Calibrations. Petersen Power Completed a site visit to determine costs to 
prepare School Street pump Station for backup power. In addition, Representatives from Neptune Meter 
were onsite this week discussing options and costs for water meters as an alternative to Badger meters 
currently utilized by the Water Department.

Porterfield Creek Open Space Preserve Fencing Installation:  Fence materials for a new section of 
fending along Porterfield Creek are scheduled to be delivered on Saturday. The Sonoma County Trails 
Council is planning to install the cedar fence next week, Monday-Wednesday. 
 
Parks Maintenance Update: This week Parks Staff tackled several projects throughout Parks and Open 
Spaces. Maintenance this week included additional Monday morning duties in parks and along trails. We 
see a heavier flow of park visitors attempting to enjoy the nice weather and appreciating the abundance 
of shade our trees afford in the heat. Several service requests were addressed on N Cloverdale Blvd, 
Vintage Meadows, The Cottages, and First Street. First, at the Welcome to Cloverdale sign, near 
Hamburger Ranch, large amounts of dead and overgrown vegetation were cut-back for better visibility. 
Weed whacking was done along the incline and the sign was pressure washed to remove debris. Second 
request at Zone 2 Vintage Meadows was the hedging of half a block to allow for safe foot traffic along this 
section of sidewalk. Lastly, the Clover theater requested the Chinese Pistache tree be pruned that was 
impairing view of their marquee. The tree was pruned as aggressively as possible without compromising 
health. 
 
The plant replacement project along the Blvd corridor continues. This week, a raised stone planter in 
front of La Hacienda and CHASE bank were completed. Dead and struggling trees and shrubs were 
removed and pre-approved plants and trees designated for this area were installed. See below before and 
after photos. I would like to thank members of our staff, Miguel Sanchez and Brian Wheeler for their 
efforts this last few weeks considering the amount of work completed within a tight schedule. This would 
be remarkable even without the high temperatures we’ve been experiencing, and the added challenge 
that can present. 
 

 
Parks Staff responds to Address Need for Emergency Access Bollards on Pepperwood Drive: At the 
Cottages, residents participating in the COPE (Citizens Organized to Prepare for Emergencies) group 
expressed concern regarding bollards at an access road at the end of Pepperwood Ct. that had been 
cemented into the concrete.  In response to a resident’s safety concerns received over the preceding 
weekend regarding the bollards situated on the cul-de-sac at the northern end of Pepperwood Drive, our 
Parks and Landscape Maintenance Crew worked quickly to address the need for the bollards to be 
removable for emergency ingress/ingress.  Parks Staff reconfigured the bollards, to ensure they are 
removable, for easy emergency access should a fire or other incident require. Our team led by Hector 
Galvan undertook the following steps: 
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1. Cut off bollards approximately 6” from ground surface 
2. Drilled Hole in bottom base set in concrete 
3. Inserted removeable rod in wooden bollard 
4. Replaced bollard on bottom base 
5. Installed a removeable water lock mechanism on the bollards to lock bollards in place 

 
The bollards are now removable by the Fire District should they need to be removed.  Please see picture 
below. 
 

 
Fire Chief Jenkins and Fire Marshall Rick Blackmon were notified about the modification to the bollards.  
Fire District or Public Safety Personnel will now be able to remove the bollards should they need to do so 
for emergency ingress/egress.   
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
