Citrus Fair is in Full Swing: The 2020 Citrus Fair kicked off today! The City of 
Cloverdale has a booth at the Main Exhibit Hall stationed by City 
Councilmembers, 
Planning 
Commissioners and 
City staff.  The City 
partnered with the 
Cloverdale Chamber 

of Commerce and Russian River Watershed 
Association to promote the City and provide 
information about maintaining water quality for 
a Clean Russian River Watershed.  The 
Cloverdale Police Department is maintaining a 
Command Post next to the City’s Booth within 
the Exhibit Hall. This year marks Community 
Service Officer Teresa Hegarty’s 19th year 
supporting the Police Department’s booth at the 
Cloverdale Citrus Fair! 

Caltrans Provides Update on Big Pave 2 Project for Highway 101: Caltrans is proposing roadway 
improvements referred to as the “Big Pave 2 Project” along State Route 101 from Limerick Lane Overpass 
north of the Town of Windsor to Route 101/128 Separation at Cloverdale.  The proposed improvements 
cover a distance of 21.4 miles, from PM 32.8 to PM 54.2, in Sonoma County.  Attached is a map exhibit 
identifying the extent of the project. Improvements include replacing drainage culverts and pavement 
rehabilitation and overlay. The anticipated timeframe for the project is 2 years with 300 Working Days 
(through 2 dry seasons) with the estimated cost of $56 M. The project will require some lane and ramp 
closures with traffic control including within transportation facilities that serve the City of Cloverdale. 
Caltrans anticipates that because the project is crossing your city jurisdiction the lane closures and traffic 
detours may somehow impact your area. Caltrans has indicated that they will be inviting City staff to 
participate in a preconstruction meeting is early March.  City staff anticipates that Caltrans will provide 
additional information about the scope of work and project at that time.  

Sonoma County Board of Supervisors Seek Sites for Homeless Shelter:  The Sonoma County Board of 
Supervisors is actively identifying county-owned and private property for two indoor-outdoor shelter 
sites. In a letter dated February 10th, Susan Gorin, Chair of the Board of Supervisors, states, “We are asking 
all partners to identify land they own as a possible site for one or more of the County’s indoor-outdoor 
shelters. We are looking at parcels at least 1 acre in size.”  The letter requests the following from their 
Public Agency partners, “If you have or know of land you think would be viable for one or two indoor-
outdoor shelters please send an email to solvehomelessness@sonoma-county.org  with the subject line: 
Land for Indoor-Outdoor Shelter by February 28.”  The Board of Supervisors will be considering sites 
during our public meeting on March 10. Attached is a copy of the letter from the Board of Supervisors.

City of Cloverdale Engineering Department Opened Bids for the Safe Routes to School Project:  
Engineering Department staff received and publicly opened bids for the City’s Safe Routes to School 
Project, which includes construction of a sidewalk on portions of South Cloverdale Boulevard.  The City 
received three bids on the project.  Staff will conduct a review of the bids and post a list of bidders.  After 
review of the bids staff will recommend a contractor to the City Council to complete the project based on 
the lowest responsible bidder. This important project involves the construction of a new ADA

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Parks & Recreation 

Parks Maintenance Update: This unseasonably pleasant weather has allowed the Parks Department to 
complete deferred maintenance that would otherwise be accomplished in Spring. The weather conditions 
typically move up several projects.  

Mowing: One project this week was entering the mowing 
season early. Our staff performed maintenance on all mowing 
equipment in preparation for the season. Parks staff then 
mowed all City parks. Normally the fields are still dormant at 
this time of year but have suddenly sprouted due to the 
significant amount of sun and warm temperatures. Parks 
Supervisor continues to monitor soil moisture content. If we 
continue to experience these higher temps, we will have to 
begin irrigating ahead of schedule.  

Prep for Citrus Fair: This week final 
touches were made to our downtown 
corridor in preparation for the annual 
Citrus Fair crowds. We added 20 yds 
arbor mulch to several planters, and 
both ends of the corridor. This annual 
maintenance takes a few weeks, and we 
make room around other calendared 
projects to make sure it gets the time 
allocated for the desired results. SIN 
addition to several arborist inquiries as 
well as maintenance requests were also 
addressed this week. 

Landscaping L&L Districts: Landscaping was completed at the L&L District Vintage Meadows. All shrubs 
and trees were pruned, and several truckloads of debris were hauled off to the Public Works Corporation 
Yard where our compost green brush boxes are located. 

Parks Team Coordinates with Recology to Improve Composting of Green Materials: Parks 
Supervisor Hector Galvan worked closely with a zero-waste specialist from Recology to install compost 
boxes in City parks. Several boxes were designated specifically for compost with the intent of separating 
the trash in order to be compliant with current disposal regulations.  
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
